A cluster of planets in Sagit-

tarius bring luck, and visions of the 
future, although these happy planets 
are hampered by the fearful doubts of 
Mars retrograding in Cancer. The New 
Moon on the 9th initiates a cycle of 
dramatic events through the end of 
the month. 

Two days later, Jupiter aligns with 
Pluto and Venus trines Mars. Venus 
in Scorpio reacts with a burst of 
assertive power.

January Overview
Mars moves backwards into 

Gemini as the month begins. This 
stimulates the need to ask ques-
tions. The Jupiter-Uranus quintile on 
the 2nd accelerates the ability to probe 
into the realm of higher knowledge.

February Overview 	
As February begins, the concentra-

tion of planets in Capricorn and Aquar-
ius continues. Imbolc is filled with 
planetary blessings and excellent 
aspects for divination.
